6.  A non-refundable application fee of a $ 50 check or money order payable  
to The Kosciuszko Foundation.

2. SZYMANOWSKI:  
a) One Mazurka of the contestant's choice 
b) One work chosen from the following: Theme and Variations; Variations on a Polish Folk Song: 
Fantasie: Prelude and Fugue; One of the Metopes, Op. 29, or Masques, Op. 34.  
  
3. A major work by J.S. Bach (excluding The Well-Tempered Clavier) 
4. A complete sonata by Beethoven, Haydn, Mozart, or Schubert 
5. A major 19th-century work (including Debussy, Ravel, Prokofiev,  Rachmaninoff, etc., but 
excluding  those in (4) above) 
6. A substantial work by an American, Polish, or Polish-American composer written AFTER 
1950.  (The Foundation can suggest repertoire)
